Understanding E.V.O. systems.

E.V.O. stands for Electronically Variable Orifice. This component is
controlled by an electronic control module that reduces fluid pressure
from the power steering pump to the steering gear at highway speeds.
Improved high speed handling and road feel is the result.

Replacement pumps may require the transfer of the E.V.O. fitting and
valve to the replacement unit.
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
